· The farm’s facilities comply with Health and Safety regulations and are regularly checked by the relevant agencies. The health and safety of our employees and visitors are our most important priority. Risks created by the farm environment are properly assessed by way of regular Risk Assessments, which are available at the farm for inspection, or as a download on our website at www.stleonardsfarm.com. Although our record and reputation with regards to Health and Safety is excellent we recommend that schools perform their own risk assessments prior to visiting the farm. We allow a free pre-visit to accommodate this.

· Our premises are recognised and accredited by the National Association of Farms for Schools. Denise Wainhouse (Business Partner) is CEVAS (Countryside Educational Visits Accreditation Scheme) accredited and we are members of FACE (Farming and Countryside Education).

· First Aid facilities are available at the farm but schools and groups should bring their own medical kit.

· The farm is covered by Public Liability Insurance for which the Certificate is available for inspection.

· Fire checks are carried out prior to the commencement of each open season. Emergency Fire Procedure instructions and numerous health and safety notices (on red and white signs) are posted clearly around the farm.
